The women will demonstrate making an ‘umu (Tongan traditional underground oven), 
pounding tapa from the bark of the mulberry tree into a cloth and the weaving of mats used as clothing and floor covering. As fruit 
refreshments are served, sit and relax while witnessing the Tongan Solo dance
